
Vesper Men's Locker Rental Policy  

Lockers are subject to renewal annually along with Membership Dues.  Locker Rental can be 
terminated at any time by Vesper Boat Club (VBC) if any of the Locker Policy requirements 
are not met. 

1. General: Men's locker rental is subject to: 
a. Availability 
b. Position on the waiting list. 
c. Legacy Donor Status (Contact a board member for information) 

2. Full Lockers 
a. Full lockers must are assigned through the VBC house committee.  
b. Full lockers may be shared. The house committee must be notified of the 

arrangement.  
3. Island Half Lockers 

a. Available to members on waiting list for full locker. 
b. Island lockers currently do not have doors. Until doors are installed, lockers will 

be marked with the member's name, for the named member's exclusive use.  
c. Doors with locks will be installed in 2016. Half locker rental fees will be charged 

after installationis complete.  
4. Island Day Lockers  

a. These are for day-only use. No overnight storage. 
b. Day lockers will be emptied weekly on Sunday afternoon.  
c. Items removed from day lockers will go into a central bin. Items in the central 

bin will be discarded after approximately 4 weeks.  
5. Waiting List 

a. The waiting list is maintained by the chair of the Subcommittee on Men's lockers, 
a part of the House Committee.  

6. Keep Things Clean 
a. See trash – throw trash away 
b. Report any cleaning issues immediately to House Committee 
c. Fee to replace a lost locker key is $10.00 
d. Do not hang your wet clothing on someone else's locker. Clothing left in common 

areas will be placed in the central bin, for disposal in approximately 4 weeks.  
7. Other: Vesper expects all members to treat each other with respect and courtesy.  

This applies to other member’s lockers and belongings as well. The Vesper Boat Club
